Group A - Traditional Mats — The mats must use the traditional method
of hooking. The materials may be new or recycled wool fabric, wool
yarn, nylons or t-shirts. Mats must be suitable for the floor.

Class 1 - Commercial Pattern - A purchased pattern hooked “as is” or
modified. This category also includes a concept developed into a
pattern by a person other than the rug hooker.

Class 2 - Original Design- A mat designed and hooked by the rug hooker
entering the piece.

Group B — Wall Hanging

Class 1 - Commercial Pattern - A purchased pattern hooked “as is” or
modified. This category also includes a concept developed into a
pattern by a person other than the rug hooker.

Class 2 - Original Design- A wall hanging designed and hooked by the
rug hooker entering the piece.

Group C - Unique Item

This category includes any rug hooked item not covered in the above
categories such as: table runner, chair pad, coasters, trivet, ornaments,
cushions, rug punch items, prodded items. Any materials may be used.

There will also be a Viewers Choice awarded by ballot voting at the
booth.
